Founder, MCW. "It is also an opportunity to create a global network of participants who are able 
to work together to build their own capacity and enact positive, identifiable improvements in 
their communities."  

Under the theme "Local Change Through Global Exchange," participants engaged in a series of 
team-building activities with youths of different races, nationalities, and religions. One of the 
highlights included a visit to MTV's "Total Request Live" (TRL) to learn about the role that media 
plays in shaping cultural attitudes, perceptions, public affairs and social initiatives. The 
weeklong activities concluded with the group's annual "Open Doors" Ceremony, during which 
MCW honored participants and supporters of its annual youth leadership retreat, and provided 
updates on MCW's current development projects in Tanzania, including: the MCW Library in 
Iringa, Tanzania; The MCW Dental Outreach Program in partnership with New York University's 
College of Dentistry; the MCW Youth Housing and Community Village Center in Songea, 
Tanzania; and the MCW Dr. Herman Wrice Youth Empowerment Village in Arusha, Tanzania.
