From Pg1 medical department,
adding that rooms
were being used as hospital recep-
tions where patients had die before
being attended to.

The President who aiso received
dental equipment for the Dental
School said with the equipment,
the school will be upgraded from
training dentists who only do
tooth extraction though they have
the capacity to handle various den-
tal problems.

He said the Government will
strive to increase budget allocation
to the national dental hospital to
help it sustain its operations after
the enrollment is anticipated to
double from 20 to 40 dentists, be-
cause of the existence of training
equipment.

Speaking at the same occasion,
the Minister for Health and Social
Welfare, Prof David Mwakyusa
said emergency medicine is not
specialty that is typically offered as
part of medical training in most
parts of Africa.

“As a result, patients admitted
to public hospitals for acute condi-
tions generally receive limited care
unti! a specialist is available to
provide treatment. With the open-
ing of the new Emergency Medi-
cine Department, state-of-the art
urgent care will be available to pa-
tients and a comprehensive train-
ing programme will upgrade emer-
gency care expertise for staff at
Muhimbili and across the coun-
try,” he said. According to Prof
Leonard Lema, MNH Executive
Director, the new Emergency Med-
icine Department provides re-
sources and procedures that signifi-
cantly improve urgent medical care
at the hospital.

Said he: “Our broader goal is to
utilize this department as & train-
ing ground and create a residency
programme in Emergency Medi-
cine at MNH. This will help ele-
vate the level of emergency care
throughout the country.”

The building renovation, new
equipment and staff training are be-

ing supported by a grant from the
Abbott Fund, the philanthropic
foundation of the global health
care company Abbott.

The initiative is part of a broad-
er partnership between the Govern-
ment of Tanzania and the Abbott
Fund to strengthen the country's
health care system.

According to Catherine Babing-
ton, the Fund’s President, the USD
1 million project is an extension
of the Abbott Fund's partnership
with the Government of Tanzania
to improve health care infrastruc-
ture and systems in the country.
