2.    Continue to build a motivated and engaged advisory board for the youth leadership team 
and for the center as a whole; 

3.    Assist with various logistical and administrative tasks; 
4.    Provide financial oversight for select small-scale projects; 
5.    Other responsibilities as assigned. 

 
Field volunteer(s) will report directly to the MCW Associate Executive Director and will work closely 
with the MCR team, and other stakeholders. 
 
Candidates are organized, self-motivated, reliable, enthusiastic, confident, target-driven, able to 
work independently and collaboratively, able to meet strict deadlines, and comfortable handling 
multiple responsibilities. Candidates possess an undergraduate degree, experience working/traveling 
in developing countries, and excellent interpersonal, project management, and communication skills. 
Candidates have experience in mentoring, leadership, entrepreneurship, and social 
entrepreneurship. Experience with construction and financial management is preferable but not a 
requirement.  
 
Preferred candidates can self-fund their volunteer experience. In select cases, MCW may be able to 
cover the costs of housing, security, work-related communication and local transportation, and 
select other work-related expenses. Field volunteer(s) are responsible for airfare, vaccinations, travel 
medical and emergency evacuation insurance, food, and other costs.
